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These are the Instructions for Authors for preparation of manuscripts for inclusion in the ISTD 2009 Proceedings. The purpose of these instructions is to ensure uniformity in the layout and typography of the papers. These instructions are in the format that should be followed by authors in preparing their papers. Papers must be submitted in Portable Document Format (PDF). Inclusion of an abstract in the final paper is required. The final paper’s title should be within 20 words. The abstract must contain 300 words or less, and should not include equations, numbered references or footnotes. 
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1. INTRODUCTION
The following instructions give the basic guidelines for typesetting papers in the proceeding. This document has been prepared using the required format (Microsoft Word version 2003 or later). Using this MS document as a template gives the best input for the final publications. Times New Roman is the preferred font of your paper. 

2. MANUSCRIPT FORMAT

In order to present the proceedings for distribution at the conference, a PDF format of the final version of your paper must be submitted before 30 September 2009 to Dr. Keiji Kawai. kkawai@kumamoto-u.ac.jp If there is more than one author, number them separately in superscripts, and list their addresses consecutively under authors’ names. 

All papers are expected to be 4 pages (including figures, tables, and illustrations). The exclusive use of SI units is strongly recommended. If the English conventional system of units is used, the English equivalents must be inserted in parentheses following the metric values. The use of mixed units must be avoided.

Only manuscripts in the English language will be accepted. The Congress technical program committee reserves the right to reject any manuscript considered inappropriate for the Proceedings, even if the abstract was previously accepted. 
2.1 Title
Type the title approximately 1.0 cm below the top border of the letter size paper sheet. Leave approximately 1.0 cm between the title and authors’ names. Type the title, the name(s) and the address(es) respectively in 15, 10 and 8 points. 

2.2 Section and Subsection Headings

Number section and subsection headings consecutively in Arabic numbers and type them in bold. Use point size 11 for section headings and 10 for subsection headings. Keep section and subsection headings always flushed left. If any further subdivision of a subsection is needed, the titles should be 9 points and should be in bold.

2.3 Main Text

Use point size 9 for the main text. Do not use bold in the main text. Start a new paragraph by indenting it from the left margin. The main text should be prepared with a double column format.

2.4 Figures and Tables

All figures and tables must be embedded in your document and should be numbered consecutively in Arabic numbers. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Place figures and tables as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the main text. Do not place them before their first mention in the text. The labels of figures and tables should be legible. Use point size 7.5 for the items in figures and tables.

Table headings should be centered above the table with point size 8, as shown in Table 1.

All illustrations should be embedded scans of original drawings or photographic prints of originals. Figure captions should be centered below the figures (see Fig. 1) with point size 8. An example of a graphic is shown in Fig. 1.

2.5 Mathematical Equations

Mathematical equations should be consecutively numbered in Arabic numbers and placed with equation numbers parentheses flush with the right margin, as in Eq. (1). Use italicize symbols for quantities and variables. Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in denominators. 
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All symbols in the equations should be defined immediately after the equation appears. 

3. CONCLUSIONS

In this sample paper, the formatting instructions for the papers in the proceeding have been presented.
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
