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These are the Instructions for Authors for preparation of manuscripts for inclusion in the next Journal of Temporal Design. The purpose of these instructions is to ensure uniformity in the layout and typography of the papers. These instructions are in the format that should be followed by authors in preparing their papers. Papers must be submitted in Portable Document Format (PDF). Inclusion of an abstract in the final paper is required. A concise and factual abstract is required (maximum 150 words). The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. An abstract is often presented separately from the article, so it must be able to stand alone. For this reason, References should be avoided, but if essential, then cite the author(s) and year(s). Also, non-standard or uncommon abbreviations should be avoided, but if essential they must be defined at their first mention in the abstract itself.

1. INTRODUCTION
The following instructions give the basic guidelines for typesetting papers in the proceeding. This document must be prepared using the required templates (Microsoft Word or LaTeX). 

2. MANUSCRIPT FORMAT
In order to present the next number of Journal of Temporal Design, a PDF format of the final version of your paper must be submitted before November 30, 2017. If there is more than one author, number them separately in superscripts, and list their addresses consecutively under authors' names. 

There is no length limit in the journal. 

The exclusive use of SI units is strongly recommended. 
Only manuscripts in the English language will be accepted. The Congress technical program committee reserves the right to reject any manuscript considered inappropriate for the Journal, even if the abstract was previously accepted at 8th ISTD.  
2.1 Title
Type the title approximately 1.0 cm below the top border of the letter size paper sheet. Leave approximately 1.0 cm between the title and authors' names. Type the title, the name(s) and the address(es) respectively in 15, 10 and 8 points. The final paper's title should be within 20 words.

2.2 Keywords

Immediately after the abstract, provide a maximum of 5 keywords, using British or American spelling, but not a mixture of these, and avoiding general and plural terms and multiple concepts (avoid, for example, "and", "of"). Be sparing with abbreviations: only abbreviations firmly established in the field may be eligible. These keywords will be used for indexing purposes.
2.3 Section and Subsection Headings

Number section and subsection headings consecutively in Arabic numbers and type them in bold. Use point size 11 for section headings and 10 for subsection headings. Keep section and subsection headings always flushed left. If any further subdivision of a subsection is needed, the titles should be 9 points and should be in bold.

Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 (then 1.1.1, 1.1.2, ...), 1.2, etc. (the abstract is not included in section numbering). Use this numbering also for internal cross-referencing: do not just refer to 'the text'. Any subsection may be given a brief heading. Each heading should appear on its own separate line.
Please follow these general recommendations [3]:

· Introduction. State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.
· Methods and Results. Should be clear and concise.

· Discussion. This should explore the significance of the results of the work, not repeat them. Avoid extensive citations and discussion of published literature.
· Conclusions. The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section, which may stand alone or form a subsection of a Discussion or Results and Discussion section.
· Appendices. If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified as A, B, etc. Formulae and equations in appendices should be given separate numbering: Eq. (A.1), Eq. (A.2), etc.; Similarly, for tables and figures: Table A.1; Fig. A.1, etc.

2.4 Main Text
Use point size 9 for the main text. Do not use bold in the main text. Start a new paragraph by indenting it from the left margin. The main text should be prepared with a double column format. Citation style example of a book [1], article [2] and wed [3] are shown in the references.
2.5 Figures and Tables

All figures and tables must be embedded in your document and should be numbered consecutively in Arabic numbers. Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Place figures and tables as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the main text. Do not place them before their first mention in the text. The labels of figures and tables should be legible. Use point size 7.5 for the items in figures and tables. Table headings should be centered above the table with point size 9, as shown in Table 1.

All illustrations should be embedded scans of original drawings or photographic prints of originals. Figure captions should be centered below the figures (see Fig. 1) with point size 9. An example of a graphic is shown in Fig. 1.

2.6 Mathematical Equations
Mathematical equations should be consecutively numbered in Arabic numbers and placed with equation numbers parentheses flush with the right margin, as in Eq. (1). Use italicize symbols for quantities and variables. Use parentheses to avoid ambiguities in denominators.
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All symbols in the equations should be defined immediately after the equation appears.
2.7 Footnotes 
Footnotes should be used sparingly. Number them consecutively throughout the article. Many word processors can build footnotes into the text, and this feature may be used. Otherwise, please indicate the position of footnotes in the text and list the footnotes themselves separately at the end of the article. Do not include footnotes in the Reference list.
3. DATASET
The journal encourages you to cite underlying or relevant datasets in your manuscript by citing them in your text and including a data reference in your Reference List. Data references should include the following elements: author name(s), dataset title, data repository, version (where available), year, and global persistent identifier. zenodo.org/ is the preferred data repository.

Add [dataset] immediately before the reference so we can properly identify it as a data reference.
